Regular Board Meeting 
August 10, 2020
President Roseth called the meeting to order at 5 p.m.
Present:  Larry Lythjohan, Steve Roseth, Donna Linberg, Kevin Mortenson, Sheryl Narva, Erika Kessel, Brandon Risch & Wendy Bue
Absent:  Attorney Radcliffe, Village officer & Cathy Rose 
Visitors:  Bob Hulett, Eric Lofgren, Erica Kraemer, Brian Beaman, David Schofield-Short Elliott Hendrickson & Mindy Hess
Minutes:  E. Kessel made a motion to approve the minutes as received, 2nd L. Lythjohan, 5 yes votes and motion carried.  
David Schofield S.E.H.: Discussed the Phosphorus agreement with the trustees; create an optimization plan for the village to help try to implement a schedule for phosphorus control measures to reach the effluent limit of 0.6 mg/L prior to September 2024. The total cost of services is $5400 but billed over the course of three (3) years as work is done.  S. Narva made the motion to approve the Phosphorus Agreement for Professional Services from Short, Elliott, Hendrickson, 2nd K. Mortenson, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
David also has a contract for Professional Services for Tax Incremental Financing (TIF) #4 planning assistance.  The services include reviewing existing TID #4 conditions, collaborate for financial need, prepare resolution, Joint Review Board (JRB) meeting, etc. for this first Task the cost will be $3,100.  There are a couple of projects that have not been completed: one is Main Street from 3rd to 2nd for Sanitary Sewer replacement and tuck pointing the 1909 building for preservation. Bids will need to done for both projects and the village needs to move fairly fast as the time frame for the TID #4 final project plan must be completed by June 2021.  E. Kessel made the motion to approve the Tax Incremental Financing District Extension Agreement for Professional Services from Short, Elliott, Hendrickson, 2nd S. Narva, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Eric Lofgren: The village and Eric had already discussed finishing Collins Street this year but due to his buildings being constructed at 535 Hanson Street and making access to those buildings has been made easier by removal of trees from village and storage unit owner.  It would be easy and cheaper to add an extension to Hanson Street and do the Collins Street project next year.  Eric will do a quote for road extension.  S. Narva made the motion to amend street project monies to Hanson Street extension, 2nd E. Kessel, 5 yes votes and motion carried.  

Officer’s Report:  No officer present.  The patrol log and monthly report were emailed to the clerk and sent in the trustee’s packet. The monthly report will be filed with the minutes.  E. Kessel stated the semi is still parking in the lot by the high school; need to send officer to talk to owner/operator to move vehicle as it is an emergency landing zone. New signs need to be purchased for NO 24-hour parking.
Maintenance Report:  Brandon Risch
· Quote for rugs from Huebsch is $90 a month & Cintas is $140 a month.  E. Kessel made the motion to approve the quote for rug rental from Huebsch, 2nd L. Lythjohan, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
· Tower inspection done; valve doors at base of tower need to be replaced as it leaks, cost will be approximately $600.
· DNR had a little issue with our discharge pipe not being metal but it handles the discharge so no action needs to be taken.

· Lead and copper samples were good.

· Been cleaning up brush around town, have another day left and it will be finished.  E. Kessel stated the parks and road ditches are looking good.

· Doing some street painting soon.

· Talked with Frontier Properties maintenance guy about getting some clean up done with trees and brush at their mobile home parks.
Library Report:  Mindy Hess was present and the report will be filed with the minutes. The library has been operating by appointment only. They are looking to open back up on September 1st with precautions: taking temperature, mask, sanitizing, separating computers, limiting the amount of people, etc. and would like the village’s approval with opening and what age if any the village would like to permit. After discussing the age limit the following motion was made:  E. Kessel made the motion that the library can open September 1st with an age limit of 10 years & older without an adult, 2nd D. Linberg, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Park & Rec: Mara Peterson was not present and no report.
Public Services:  Fire Chief Tim Rose contacted the clerk to give update to trustees about possible future grant for the Fire Department and also enquiring about the use of the community center for the department’s Chili Feed fundraiser in November.  E. Kessel stated that they have other avenues for fundraising then just the community center. No action was taken and no further discussion.

Ordinance:  Leif Olson was present at last month’s meeting and inquired about the village opening its roads to allow access for ATV/UTV use as the Town of Springfield has opened all of its roads for sport utility use.  Joe Kniseley has kindly offered an ATV Route proposal which will be filed with the minutes.  A meeting will be planned for Monday, August 17th at 5 p.m. for the ordinance committee to meet and discuss plans for proceeding with ATV route. No further action taken.

Zoning:  Brian Beaman

Asking to have a Zoning Board meeting to discuss zoning changes to 14 acres of his property which he believes is zoned recreational wood land. The clerk will contact members to set meeting date.
E. Kessel made a motion to move Easement up on the agenda and discuss next, 2nd D. Linberg, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Easement:  Brian Beaman

Map was given to trustees in their board packet on the area that Brian is asking for an access easement to the back side of his property; he would like a 20-foot easement off the blacktop at the water tower on Highland Avenue. The snow already gets pushed off the blacktop it will just get pushed further and he’ll help maintain it all year round.  S. Narva made a motion to allow an access easement for Brian Beaman, 2nd L. Lythjohan, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Clerk’s Report:  W. Bue
· The clerk asked if any questions on the information in their packets. No further action taken.

· Received an Intergovernmental Cooperative Agreement to Facilitate Purchase of Accessible Voting Machines from Kyle the County Clerk; that the county will purchase our new voting machine and the village will budget for and reimburse county $7,550 for the unit.  The village should not have to replace the unit for another 20 years.  E. Kessel made the motion to approve the agreement with Jackson County, 2nd S. Narva, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report – W. Bue presented the treasurer’s report.  E. Kessel made the motion to approve the treasurer’s report as received, 2nd D. Linberg, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Bills to Pay: General Fund $ 23,815.40; Water $ 6,053.38 & Sewer $ 12,457.47   S. Narva made a motion to pay the bills, 2nd K. Mortenson, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Unfinished business:
Northwoods Lots: 
The clerk talked with the attorney on how much it would cost to place covenants on 4 remaining lots on Elm Lane; the response was included in the board packet and would be approximately $750. S. Narva made the motion to approve the following covenants for Parcels: 186-0125.0025; 186-0125.0030; 186-0125.0050 & 186-0125.0055 and the covenants are as follows:  minimum 1200 square feet, basement, hard surface driveway and if built within a year a rebate from the $12,000 purchase price, 2nd K. Mortenson, 5 yes votes and motion carried.   
Resolution of Inclusion Under the Wisconsin Retirement System ET-1319: 

The trustees have all received the How to Become a Participating Employer Under the Wisconsin Retirement System which answers their question from the previous month’s meeting.  E. Kessel made the motion to approve Resolution ET-1319 with All current and future eligible employees will participate in the WRS, and this employer will recognize 0% of prior creditable service, 2nd S. Narva, 5 yes votes and motion carried. 
New Business:
Operator’s License:   Received two (2) applications:  Fay Bergstrom & Autumn Spurling.  The trustees received copies of applications.     E. Kessel made a motion to approve both operator’s license, 2nd L. Lythjohan, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Temporary Dumpster Permits:  Discussed the two (2) permits authorized by the village clerk.

Building Permit:  Received an application for a building permit for Ryan Capouch at 761 4th Street for a privacy fence; he has received a copy of the ordinance from the clerk.   E. Kessel made a motion to approve the building permit, 2nd D. Linberg, 5 yes votes and motion carried. 
Building & Variance Permits: Received a building permit application from Melissa Graf at 111 Main Street for a new deck after discussing this with PWD Brandon Risch; he told her she would also need a variance as the set back from road right of way will be about 10 feet not 25 feet. She is removing the handicap ramp and Brandon believes the finished project will be more appealing than the present one.  S. Narva made a motion to approve the building & variance permit for Melissa Graf, 2nd K. Mortenson, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Also received a building permit and variance from Trevor & Michelle Tenneson for 972 Elm Lane as he is building a 28’ X 36’ garage and wants it 20 feet from rear of his lot (961 4th) instead of the 35-foot setback. He also plans on 35-foot concrete driveway and then recycled blacktop back rest of way to proposed garage site butting up to a concrete apron.  S. Narva made a motion to allow the three-car garage with 20-foot setback from rear lot line but no other garage maybe attached to future house site per village ordinance, 2nd D. Linberg, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
Personnel: Pursuant to WI Stat. §19.85(1)(f) preliminary consideration of specific personnel problems if discussed in public would likely have a substantial adverse effect upon the reputation of any person referred to in such histories or data, or involved in such problems.   E. Kessel made a motion to go into to closed session, 2nd D. Linberg: roll call: L.L-yes; K.M-yes; D.L.-yes; S.N-yes; E.K.-yes & S.R.-yes, motion carried.
Reconvene to Open session for motions to approve:  E. Kessel made the motion to adjourn to open session, 2nd S. Narva: roll call: L.L-yes; K.M-yes; D.L.-yes; S.N-yes; E.K.-yes & S.R.-yes, motion carried.  
S. Narva made the motion to take 32 hours of remaining PLT from Paul Wisniewski due to not working LTE hours anymore: 12 hours to Erica Kraemer, 12 hours to Wendy Bue to even up PLT time for part-time employees & remainder of 8 hours would go back to general fund, 2nd L. Lythjohan, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
L. Lythjohan made a motion to adjourn, 2nd S. Narva, 5 yes votes and motion carried.
