
Regular Board Meeting 
June 14, 2021
President Kessel called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

Minutes:  J. Kniseley made a motion to approve the minutes as received, 2nd B. Hulett, 5 yes votes, motion carried.  
Officers Report:  Sgt. Mazur
The patrol log & monthly report were emailed to the clerk and will be filed with the minutes and each board member has received a copy for review.  Mazur stated that Deputy Eversum has been working on ordinance issues and has some increased hours due to citizen assists & calls of service.  The county has been sending a patrol sector officer when calls are received and Chris is not on duty.  Provided escort services to the bank for Old Fashioned Days personnel no other issues reported during that weekend. There was a Hit & Run reported on Memorial Day at the truck pull. E. Kessel asked about how the area investigations are going.  Mazur stated you would have to talk with Chris about which specific cases you wanted to know about but yes officers are working on investigations.  E. Kessel asked about hours for Chris. Mazur stated he doesn’t usually work after 7 p.m. even though more calls for service; his hours still vary from month to month.  E. Kessel stated that police presence usually helps deter criminal activity. Mazur stated patrol does rounds through the village each shift.  Any other questions or concerns please email Sgt. Mazur. The trustees thanked him for his report.
Maintenance Report (Brandon Risch)
· CMAR Resolution 21-06-140 needs to approved for annual compliance reporting.  B. Hulett made a motion to approve 21-06-140, 2nd C. Rose, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
· Parking on the end of Highland Avenue is becoming an issue; cars & trucks are parking to close to the stop sign and it is becoming a hazard as people have to come to stop in the middle of intersection due to illegal parking. Brandon suggests getting a couple NO Parking signs for the last part Highland Avenue and then he will talk with the landlord at 810 4th Street about the issues with their tenants parking.
· Received an estimate from Greenleaf for grubbing the newly cleared lots would be approximately $5000 to $6000 and having enough tree debris/firewood hauled away the price could even be as low as $3500.  Checking with the local Amish community to see if they are interested in any free wood if they haul.

· The window air conditioner in the office is being fixed for the second time. Brandon got a quote from Home Depot for new 25,000 BTU window unit for $925.00.  He talked with his brother at Risch Heating about a quote ($8800 full install) for mini split unit which would be more economical and could also be spliced into second classroom for use there but he would get 3 other quotes to compare price. J. Kniseley stated this will have to be a budgetary item.  J. Kniseley made a motion to approve a new window unit for village office, 2nd B. Hulett, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
· E. Kessel asked Brandon his plan for replacing meters; he stated he has 4 done and after billing will be starting to replace more with the hopes of having 40 done this year.

Library: (Mindy Hess)
Not present and no meeting this month for the library board.
Park/Rec:  Discussion to add Lauren Kidd to the Park & Rec account.  E. Kessel stated that the clerk and Steve Roseth are the signers on the account right now and Lauren has not yet committed to the Fall program yet.  The clerk stated is working fine so far with only a few checks needing to be wrote out each week.  S. Narva made a motion to wait & decide at a later date if Lauren continues with the fall program, 2nd S. Roseth, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
Need to set joint park & rec meeting with Blair; discussion for Wednesday, June 23rd at 5 p.m. to meet.  The clerk will communicate with Blair to arrange. 
Personnel:  E. Kessel discussed with trustees about Holiday pay for the Clerk & Erica Kraemer for Memorial Day since both of them normally work on Mondays for at least 4 hours they should be compensated for those hours.  B. Hulett made a motion to pay 4 hours Holiday pay to the Clerk & Erica Kraemer for Memorial Day, 2nd S. Narva, 6 yes votes, motion carried. 
Ordinance:  James Bonneville--Presentation via ZOOM with Municode representatives to discuss quote received by the clerk for recodification of village ordinances.   S. Narva asked for difference of price from Radcliffe & Community Code who currently does our ordinances.  The clerk will get those prices and this will be placed in unfinished business next month.
The clerk contacted Community Code Service about the ordinance inserts for the Golf Cart ordinance 10-1-14, they arrived in the mail & will be added to the ordinance books.
Clerk’s Report: (Wendy Bue)
· Discussion of letter received by trustees for Jackson County Broadband Expansion project.  Trustees approve the clerk doing a letter of support for the project.

· Trustees received invite from Tri City Sanitation 50th Anniversary party on June 19th.
· Discussion of ARPA funds and what those funds can be used for; the clerk has filed the application and we should be receiving our first payment ($24,859) at the end of June and 2nd payment of same amount next year.

Treasurer’s Report – W. Bue presented the treasurer’s report.  S. Narva made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, 2nd C. Rose, 6 yes votes, motion carried.       

Bills to Pay: General Fund $ 14,185.86; Water $ 8,544.82 & Sewer $ 25,159.17.  S. Roseth made a motion to pay the bills, 2nd J. Kniseley, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
Unfinished Business:
1. E. Kessel wants deadlines for finalizing the handbook. Have comments for June agenda & changes for finalizing by July.  J. White asked who changes handbook does the lawyer or does one with Human Resource degree. The clerk asked the trustees to look at the procurement policy at the end of the handbook.
2. Security updates for the village buildings will be tabled again this month pending recommendation from Public Works Director. 

New Business:
Liquor Licenses:  Received applications for Class A Combined & cigarette for Tollefson Petroleum dba Taylor General Store.  C. Rose made a motion to approve the licenses, 2nd B. Hulett, 6 yes votes, motion carried.   Received applications for Class B Combined & cigarette for Catherine Rose dba P-Nut Gallery & Backroads.  J. Kniseley made a motion to approve the licenses, 2nd S. Narva, 5 yes votes, motion carried.  C. Rose abstained from voting.  Received an application for Class B Combined for Squirrelz Nest dba Squirrelz Nest.  C. Rose made a motion to approve the license, 2nd S. Roseth, 6 yes votes, motion carried.  Received an application for Class B Combined for Steve Roseth dba Maynard’s on Main.  S. Narva made a motion to approve the license, 2nd B. Hulett, 5 yes votes, motion carried.  S. Roseth abstained from voting. 
Operator’s Licenses:  Deputy Clerk provided a list of 30 applicants; not all of them have had their background checks and/or applications fully completed yet so they need to be contingent on those two factors.  E. Kessel stated that the applicant Todd Coplien could not be approved until the one-year denial letter has been completed and that would be July 14th.   S. Narva made the motion to approve all 30 licenses contingent on background checks, pending completed applications & Todd Coplien would have to wait till July 14th for an operator’s license as that is one-year date from 2020 denial, 2nd B. Hulett, 4 yes votes, motion carried.  

S. Roseth and C. Rose abstained from vote.
Noted the one (1) approved temporary dumpster permit for Bob Clemmerson.
Building Permit:  
Received one application for a building permit: 1-Josh Christopherson 20 Hanson Street for a fence. S. Roseth made a motion to approve the building permit-with denied setback variance & contingent on following all village ordinances, 2nd S. Narva, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
S. Roseth made a motion to adjourn, 2nd J. Kniseley, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
