Minutes:  S. Narva made a motion to approve the minutes as received, 2nd B. Hulett, 5 yes votes, motion carried.
Jared Korn: Did not attend board meeting; emailed clerk that he was called in to work.
Attorney Radcliffe: Mark discussed having a resolution to amend fee schedule. Fee schedules should be reviewed every couple of years and a resolution makes changing those easier.  A sample resolution and ordinance for Title 1-3-1 have been sent to the clerk by Mark and will be agenda items for the regular September board meeting.  J. Kniseley stated parking citation penalties should be reviewed and Mark stated fee schedule doesn’t incorporate parking citations those are listed under Title 10 penalties. J. Kniseley stated parking citation penalties will be a future agenda item.  Mark discussed a couple of parking citations that he dismissed.
Officers Report:  Sgt. Mazur was present; the reports were emailed to the clerk & will be filed with the minutes. He discussed the numerous reports of theft from residential vehicles which Deputy Eversum has been working on.  No other questions or concerns at this time.

Library: (Barb Brueggen)
· Training has been going well. Signed up for first class.

· Library board met on August 1 and will be meeting again on August 29th.

· Community Picnic is scheduled for August 18th from 4 p.m. to 6 p.m. Food, music by Pat Carlson and games.

· Dan & Shane are looking at outside drop boxes for the library.

· Library director from Black River Falls would like Barb to attend Jackson County Board of Supervisors meeting to discuss increase for the libraries.
· Barb stated she sold her building and some of her office plants have found a home here at the community center.
Park & Rec:  Committee minutes were in board packets.  Park Chair stated Lauren is resigning (resignation in board packet) so advertising will need to be done. Also discussed re-imbursement to an unknown party for registration for a summer ball tournament. The clerk will contact City of Blair Park & Rec Chairperson Jill Anderson for re-imbursement information.  B. Hulett made the motion to re-imburse tournament registration, 2nd C. Rose, 5 yes votes, motion carried.
Personnel:  J. Kniseley discussed a recent article about a traffic incident with a Blair employee who used their own personal vehicle.  Spectrum Insurance Group is the village’s policy holder and the clerk will contact Brian Christ to discuss village’s policy regarding personal vehicles.
Staffing:  Discussion of maintenance staffing due to Paul Wisniewski’s hospitalization. More discussion on September agenda.
Ordinance:  No comments, questions or concerns from public hearing.
C. Rose made a motion to approve amending Chapter 13 Zoning Codes and official map, 2nd S. Narva

Discussion of temporary structures. The clerk was asked to check other surrounding municipalities ordinances pertaining to that topic.
Public Services:  Committee met on July 20th to discuss the emergency repairs needed for the fire department ladder truck.  More information followed after committee meeting stating the fire department would use their equipment fund for the needed repair and any unforeseen future repairs might require help from the municipalities. Clerk’s Report: (Wendy Bue)
· The clerk attended a consortium with Jackson County Zoning about the new 3” resolution imagery.  The price ($1500.00) would be the same cost as the 6” imagery previously purchased.  B. Hulett made a motion to approve quoted price for 3” imagery, 2nd S. Roseth, 4 yes votes, motion carried.
· Partisan Primary election tomorrow.
Treasurer’s Report – W. Bue presented the treasurer’s report.  C. Rose made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as received, 2nd B. Hulett, 5 yes votes, motion carried. 
Bills to Pay: General Fund $ 16,658.21; Water $5,046.29 & Sewer $ 8,715.31.   S. Narva made a motion to pay the bills, 2nd S. Roseth, 5 yes votes, motion carried.
Unfinished Business:

1. ARPA Funds- The clerk stated the remaining funds could be used to supplement the budget for employee retention.  2022 budget numbers will be sent in next month’s board packets for review of expenditures to date.
New Business:
Noted the four (4) approved temporary dumpster permits for Eric Lofgren 342 Pearl Street residential raze; Bob Clemmerson 633 4th Street clean-up; Kathy Schleh 320 3rd Street brush removal & Josh Knutson 21 Church Street roofing.
Building Permit:  Received an application from Eric Lofgren for a residential raze for 342 Pearl Street.  C. Rose made the motion to approve the permit, 2nd B. Hulett, 4 yes votes, motion carried.
Operator’s License: Received an operator’s license application for Caressa Fougner-Maynard’s on Main. Background check has been completed and all paperwork received.  C. Rose made a motion to approve the operator’s license, 2nd B. Hulett, 4 yes votes, motion carried.
S. Narva made a motion to adjourn, 2nd B. Hulett, 4 yes votes, motion carried.
