
Regular Board Meeting 
October 10, 2022
President Kniseley called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
Present:  Joe Kniseley, Bob Hulett, Cathy Rose, Steve Roseth, Adam Bush, Sheryl Narva, Attorney Mark Radcliffe, Julie White (late) & Wendy Bue.
Absent:  Justin Beaman & Jackson County Sheriff’s Department representative
Visitors:  Roger Stevens
Minutes:  B. Hulett noted a mistake on the September board minutes about the purchase of whiskey barrels. Clerk will correct before filing. S. Roseth made a motion to approve all minutes once corrected, 2nd C. Rose, 4 yes votes, motion carried.
Attorney:  Temporary Structures-Discussed our ordinances and nothing prohibits residents from having temporary structures. The attorney asked the trustees what structures would they not allow.  The consensus is they don’t like tubular metal framed/tarped structures.   Mark stated he would check the UDC to see if this is already covered or if he needs to draft an updated ordinance.  B. Hulett would like all structures permanent and permit required.
J. White arrived.  Parking-Mark stated the cost of the ticket can not be changed it is the price of doing business through the county. The village only receives the $25.00 parking penalty the rest of the costs for the parking citation ($119.50) are administration, court, county & state fees. The only other option is to apply with the State of Wisconsin for a parking program to write our own tickets.  This requires one person delegated for the task which then entails detailed reporting, evidence, possible court appearances, etc.  The attorney stated when the ordinance changed maybe 10 citations were issued and none since so it fixed the problem.  B. Hulett made the motion to rescind changing parking citation penalty, 2nd S. Narva, 5 yes votes, motion carried.  
Elected village official-Mark stated an issue from Blair might also pertain to us here at the village since he seen B. Hulett was going to receive an hourly wage from the village.  A village official can only make $15,000 a year and to make sure the village does not exceed that amount. J. Kniseley stated B. Hulett has not received any compensation to date for this year.
Officers Report:  Reports were emailed to the clerk & will be filed with the minutes. No officer was present. Discussion about afternoon patrol hours. The clerk will notify the officer.
Library: (Barb Brueggen)

· J. Kniseley thanked Barb for helping in the office while the clerk was on vacation.
Roger Stevens:  Roger was asked at County how internet service is within the village and if more broadband was needed since the county is working with Bug Tussel to expand broadband services to rural areas.   J. Kniseley stated we have service (TCC or CenturyLink) within the village but outlaying areas south of Taylor have no signal.  
Fix the Bricks:  Roger also stated to the board that the Village of Taylor History Museum has been awarded $25,000 grant to fix the bricks. The clerk stated total monies from donations is $14,000 so the village would have $39,000 towards the project and Thank-you cards & receipts have been mailed to all donators.
Maintenance Report (Adam Bush)
· Took a sample from the ponds on Monday, October 5th.

· Hydrant flushing next week Wednesday through Friday; the clerk will post notices.

· Need to send post card to order the whiskey barrels for beautification.

· Discussion of a 2nd clean-up week for the village residents. Decided on October 31st through November 5th; afternoons from 12 to 4 p.m. Monday through Friday and Saturday 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. The clerk will order a dumpster from Tri City Sanitation.

· J. Kniseley stated Anthony Halvorson asked for a $ 1.00 an hour raise for snowplowing and that budget time was here and if a pay raise were to happen it would start January of 2023.
· Ted Tezak was asking about getting water & sewer utilities hooked up at old village shop that he owns on Kelly Street and if the village could help with installing these services.  J. Kniseley talked with him and Ted would be responsible to hook-up from his building to the sewer & water main and also for repair of the street.  Ted was wondering if he could hook-up to Nils water before the curb box to minimize the cost of hook-up and street repair.  B. Hulett made the motion to adhere to the PSC code for utility services, 2nd C. Rose, 5 yes votes, motion carried.
· J. White stated she has Jeremy White’s application for part-time seasonal maintenance to help with snowplowing.
· Culvert on Pearl Street will be getting fixed in the next couple of weeks; Greenleaf has ordered one 12” culvert.
Finance:  A draft of the 2023 budget was given to the trustees; it is not completed at this time.  A budget meeting will be set for November 9th at 5:30 p.m.
Personnel: Received one resume so far and have given two other people applications and all three have received job descriptions.  The deadline for applications is October 21st and interviews will be conducted on October 26th starting at 5:30 p.m. with 20 minutes between each applicant.
Park & Rec:  Joint committee meeting should be scheduled to discuss the concession stand/equipment purchases; as the previous director has not provided any documentation of purchases made and to which community received what?
Clerk’s Report: (Wendy Bue)
· Trick or Treat hours:  Same as previous years on October 31st from 4 to 7 p.m.

· Insurance Policy:  Trustees received copies of the renewal policy. Price has increased from under appraised village property. J. Kniseley noted only 10 hydrants listed on policy the village has 35; the clerk will contact Brian Christ from Spectrum Insurance Group to find out the difference for additional hydrants.
· President would like a fall newsletter sent out by the end of month. The clerk has talked with the fire department & library personnel for newsletter information.

Treasurer’s Report – W. Bue presented the treasurer’s report. S. Roseth made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, 2nd B. Hulett, 5 yes votes, motion carried.
