January 13, 2025
President Kniseley called the meeting to order at 5:06pm.
Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes: C Rose made a motion to approve all minutes as received, 2nd S Roseth, 5 yes votes, motion carried.
Visitor Business: None
Attorney Radcliffe - None
Officers Report – December Patrol log was provided. Sergeant Bartlett asked if there were any questions regarding the report received and if there were any other items that we would like included in the report. J Kniseley indicated that the report is fine as presented.  J Kniseley shared with Sergeant Bartlett that Deputy Eversum is easy to work with and does a great job when he is patrolling in the Village.  
[bookmark: _Hlk166758785]Barb Brueggen-Library Director:  Shane Rose shared the following on behalf of B Brueggen:
· Candidates were interviewed for the Library Director position.  Karen Kling was offered the position, which she accepted and her starting date with the library is today 1/13/25.  Barb will help with training and be available for covering the library when Karen is unable to be here.  

· Discussion was held regarding a small gathering to thank Barb for her years of service and to wish her well in retirement.  After discussion, a motion was made by S Narva to present Barb $100 in Taylor Bucks to show the Village’s appreciation for her years of service, 2nd S Roseth, 5 yes votes, motion carried.
T Weisman will work with Barb to see when she would like to have the small gathering.
Maintenance Report: Adam Bush reported the following:
· [bookmark: _Hlk184805332]Wastewater Treatment Facility WPDES Permit Application – Waiting on SEH Inc to reach out to J Monohan at the DNR and to schedule the next meeting with the Village.
· Certification Exam Applications have been submitted for Phosphorus & Iron Removal exams on March 27, 2025 in La Crosse.
· Emergency Siren is not working, believe that it is the motor stopping at the “dead spot” previously mentioned.  After discussion, A Bush will make some phone calls to area electricians to see if they have equipment to access the motor.
· Cross Connection Inspections/Non-Lead Inventory Verification – 10 new meters installed, and cross connections and non-lead inventory verifications are completed at this time.
· J Kniseley reported that the pickleball group would like the pickleball (blue) lines retaped or maybe painted. 
Park & Rec: J Beaman reported that BTYSA has received an updated quote from a local distributor for a double batting cage and a single batting cage.  They are also waiting on an updated quote from Greenleaf for the concrete work needed.   
Personnel – None
Finance – Long outstanding checks/reconciliation items have all been cleaned up.  This clean-up affected our bottom line by an increase of $5,462 dollars for General Fund, a decrease of $63 for the Sewer Utility and a decrease of $6,504 for the Water Utility.  T Weisman indicated that all research documents are available for review. 
Zoning Committee – J Kniseley reported that there are “guests” at Taylor Suites.  T Weisman reported that we have not heard anything from regarding the zoning ordinance that was delivered, however did find out from Attorney Radcliffe that the Conditional Use Permit granted in September 2021 does transfer to the new owners.  After discussion, T Weisman will send a letter with the B1 - Commercial District section of our Title 13 Zoning Ordinance and a copy of the Conditional Use Permit that they can operate under.
Public Services - None
Clerk’s Report: T Weisman reported the following:
· Holiday Facilities Access – We received calls from a few members that their fobs were not working on New Years Day.  In the security system there are a few holidays set-up that deny access.  After discussion, a motion was made by J Beaman to remove the holidays from the security software, 2nd J White, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
· UBHub Software Update – S Rose reported that he is working with Cody Jenkins regarding the Sensus Software radio read file.  Main issue was landlord accounts were showing as duplicates.  T Weisman reported that she is working with Clete Baum on the Chart of Accounts and it is now clearer to how they need the fund accounting set-up. T Weisman indicated that she will work on this as time allows.
· Public Service Commission (PSC) – Conventional Rate Case – T Weisman reported that she had requested the 2023 Annual Report to be re-opened, however it is not allowing edits.  
· TID 4 Audit – Audit report is in final review at Bauman Associates, the audit report & billing should be received soon. This means that all the boxes pulled out of storage should be able to be returned soon.
· 2024 Ordinance Violations & Citizen Complaint Log – This is included in your board packet and shows all the ordinance violations that were addressed in 2024.
· Elk Damage Resolution – T Weisman reported that Jackson County, Town of Knapp, Town of Hixton, Town of Bear Bluff, Town of Adams, Village of Merrillan and Village of Melrose have all completed resolutions in support of elk damaged properties in Jackson County, an example of the resolution is included in the board packet.  T Weisman inquired if the Village would like to pursue approving a resolution in support of the elk damaged properties in Jackson County.  After discussion, a motion was made by C Rose that the Village should also have a resolution in support of the elk damaged properties in Jackson County, 2nd S Roseth, 6 yes votes, motion carried.  T Weisman will present the resolution for approval at the February board meeting.

Also included in your board packet is an email that the Jackson County Land Conservation and Agriculture Committee regarding a meeting on Thursday, February 6, 2025 at 1:00pm in the County Board Room at the Courthouse located at 307 Main Street, Black River Falls to address the concerns listed in the resolutions.  J Kniseley indicated that he will not be able to attend, so if anybody else is interested in attending please do so.

· Christmas Lights Contest Winners – J Kniseley reported that the residential winners were; Randy Joten, Kyle Janzen, and Carol Wisniewski.  The business district winner was the Taylor General Store.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was provided to the board. S Narva made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented, 2nd J Beaman, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
Approval of Bills to Pay:  General Fund $8,264.12 & Water $24,434.59 and Sewer $4,861.84.  J Beaman made a motion to approve all unpaid bills and all other bills received with a due date before the next scheduled board meeting, 2nd C Rose, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
Unfinished Business:
Jackson County UW Extension Program Update – T Weisman reported that we are still waiting on the deliverables from Prof McLeod’s group, however we do have the PowerPoint presentations that were presented to the Village.  We would like to share these presentations with the board & share some examples of actual Village of Taylor posts that we can do on our Facebook page. This will probably take an hour, so we would like to schedule a Special Board meeting.  T Weisman asked S Rose when he would have some actual Facebook posts ready and documentation available on how our Facebook page is going to be managed.  After discussion, a Special Board meeting has been scheduled for Monday February 17th at 5:30pm.  Agenda will be posted by February 14th.
Tri-County Gunderson Ambulance Service/Black River Falls EMS Fees – J Kniseley reported that everything has been switched over at the County, so we are all set for Tri-County Gunderson Ambulance Service to be our ambulance transport provider.
Jackson County’s 7 Rivers Alliance – J Kniseley reported that no new meetings have been scheduled.
Ordinance Updates – T Weisman reported that there are various ordinances that need to be updated, however our Conventional Rate Case and conversion to the UBHub Software need to have priority along with the regular day-to-day requirements.  Ordinance Updates, which will be a huge project, will be worked on after these two big projects have been completed.
New Business:
Church Donation of Artificial Christmas Tree – Bob Hulett reported that the Church has a 9-foot artificial Christmas tree that they would like to donate to the Village.  T Weisman indicated that the History Museum/Nancy Wahler is who decorates the Municipal Building.  T Weisman will send Nancy an email to see if she is interested in another artificial Christmas tree.
