President Kniseley called the meeting to order at 5:00pm.

Minutes: S Narva made a motion to approve all minutes as received; 2nd S Roseth; 5 yes votes; motion carried.

Visitor Business: None
Officers Report – June patrol log was provided for review. No questions or concerns were requested to be sent to Sgt Bartlett.  
[bookmark: _Hlk166758785]Karen Kling-Library Director: T Weisman, on behalf of K Kling, shared the following:
· Things are going well at the library.  We had 94 adult visits and 62 youth visits to the library since the last meeting for a total of 156 patrons or visitors.  Not all visitors check out books, some come to study, have a quiet workspace, ask to print something off the internet, use computers or are looking for information of some sort.  We had 2 new patrons sign up for a library card since the last meeting.
· We hosted three movie showings with a total of 27 in attendance. Story Hour attendance has picked up as summer school in Blair is done.  Last week we had seven kids for story hour.
· The Winding River Library System (WRLS) has started its “passport” program. Several individuals from other WRLS libraries have been stopping in to visit our library and get stamped.  It’s a fun way to encourage patrons to visit other libraries in the system.
· I’ve been handing out ice cream sandwiches to celebrate both June Dairy Month and July Ice Cream month. Several youth and adults are also working on book bingo.  Where they read books and get “bingo” prizes.
· On Monday, July 21st, two presenters will be giving a talk and slide show on their trip to Norway.  Norwegian treats will also be provided.  We are also planning to have a summer picnic event in August.
· Thank you for your continued support of the Taylor Memorial Library.
Maintenance Report: J Kniseley & T Weisman, on behalf of Adam Bush, reported the following:
· [bookmark: _Hlk184805332]Wastewater Treatment Facility WPDES Permit Application – We are waiting for internal resources to become available at the WI DNR to draft our next permit and complete the IPV permit application review.
· Non-Compliant Safety Items at Lift Station – We received an email from the WI DNR on June 4th indicating that they acknowledge receipt of the submittal of the plans and specifications from SEH and they will be reviewed for conformance with NR 110, WI Adm Code.  No notifications received as of today.
· Struck & Irwin – Work has been completed. The final coat on Highland Avenue was completed today.
· Water Tower Inspection has been completed.  The final report will be received when reviewed by WI DNR.
· Discharging of Sewer Ponds is complete, and the ponds have been treated with Hydrothol & Shady Blue. The second round will be applied in approximately 30 days.
· Mowing of Sewer Ponds – We are still waiting on a quote from Greenleaf.  J Kniseley indicated that once received all quotes will be reviewed and acted upon, since they are under the $2,500 purchasing limit.
· Spraying of Sewer Ponds – Tyler Wathen will spray the sewer ponds for the Village.  This will be completed when he completes spraying of his fields/crops.
· Painting of Parking Stalls, Curbs, Crosswalks, etc.  J Kniseley indicated that there are still crosswalks that need to be painted, however everything else has been painted.
· Quotes for Pump Pulling at Well #2 – Postponed until August board meeting.
Committees:
Park & Rec: J Beaman inquired if he would be able to use our Village truck to pick up the astro turf that has been ordered.  Pickup is in River Falls, and it could weigh up to 2000 pounds.   J Knisely indicated that this should not be a problem, coordinate with A Bush or myself.
Grid wires are up and there has been discussion about if the astro turf needs to be installed before the nets are installed.  Regardless, one net will be installed so one batting cage will be usable shortly. 
Greenleaf’s work has been completed, so we should receive that invoice shortly.  Once received, a copy will be forwarded to BTYSA.
J Kniseley reported that some of the additional signage required at Riverside Park we had on hand and other signage has been ordered; once received all the signs will be installed.  At that time, we will be able to advertise the UTV/ATV park & ride.
Personnel – None
Finance – T Weisman reported that are cash flow is tight in the general fund. Our WI Dept of Revenue shared revenue is not disbursed until November 2025.  If necessary, funds will be used from our money market account and replaced upon receipt of funds in November.  Our larger projects that will be included in the 2026 Budget need to be completed closer to the November shared revenue disbursement.
Zoning Committee – J Kniseley reported that the Church Parsonage will be sold as a residential property.  However, it is currently zoned as Commercial.  A Petition for Rezoning form will be provided to the Church Council and upon return a Zoning Committee meeting will be scheduled.
Ordinance Committee – J Kniseley reported that the Ordinance Committee met and outlined the items to be included in the ordinance for the keeping of laying hens and rabbits within the Village of Taylor.  The current Title 7 Section 7-1-13 (e) will be repealed and replaced with the ordinance resolution 2025-07-14 – 3-2025 that is included in your board packet.  After discussion, motion was made by B Hulett to accept the repealing and replacing of Ordinance Title 7 Section 7-1-13 (e) as presented, 2nd J Beaman, Roll Call Vote – S Narva-yes; J Beaman-yes; J White-yes; B Hulett-yes; S Roseth-yes; C Rose-yes; J Kniseley-yes, motion carried.
J Kniseley inquired if the property inspection letters have all been sent.  T Weisman reported that the last of the mailings were sent last week with a deadline of August 1st.  J Kniseley indicated that all the follow-up inspections will be completed after August 1st.   T Weisman indicated that for reference the 2025 Ordinance Complaint Log was included in your board packet.
Public Services – None
Utility Committee – None
Clerk’s Report: T Weisman & S Rose reported the following:
· gWorks/UBHub Software Update – T Weisman reported that the June meter reading/billing were completed in UBMax and migrated over to UBHub.  Unfortunately, this migration did have some issues.  Water revenue posted the wrong amount, and our test payment did not post correctly.  They have been working on the payment issue for 4 weeks, so no payments received during this four-week period have been posted.  They have requested a meeting for tomorrow afternoon, so hopefully we will have good news soon.  
· 2016 through 9/2024 Late Fees – T Weisman reported current customers received a Misc Credit on the June billing.  Public Service Commission regulations were researched and PSC 185-35 (5) indicates that “If the recalculated bills indicate that more than $10.00 is due a person no longer a customer of the utility.… a notice shall be mailed to the last known address and the utility shall, upon request made within 6 months, refund the amount due.” Included in the board packet is a listing of the 17 former customers that had calculated late fee reimbursements due.  Seven (7) of these are more than $10.00.  The last known addresses that we have are Taylor addresses, however we put our best effort forward and tracked down addresses that we believe will reach these former customers.  The letters will be sent out by the end of the week.
· Vacation – T Weisman reported that she will be on vacation the first two weeks in September. S Rose will be trained to pay bills and run the payroll in the new Finance Hub in August.  He will also prepare the board packet for the September board meeting.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was provided to the board. J Beaman made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented; 2nd B Hulett; 6 yes votes; motion carried.
Approval to Pay Bills: General Fund $6,284.42 and Water $37.77 and Sewer $7,995.23.  S Narva made a motion to approve all unpaid bills, and all other bills received with a due date before the next scheduled board meeting; 2nd C Rose; 6 yes votes; motion carried.
Unfinished Business:
Jackson County UW Extension Program Update – T Weisman indicated that with input from this program we decided that we wanted to have apparel and promotional items available for purchase.  Included in your board packet is a summary of how setting up an on-line store through Edge Graphics in Arcadia can help make this happen without the upfront inventory and/or costs.  S Rose & I selected a men’s & women’s t-shirt, hooded sweatshirt, yard sign, can cooler/koozie, stainless steel tumbler & 2 types of key chains. Our thought is that we open our on-line store mid-September for 3 – 4 weeks and utilize our Fall/Winter newsletter, Facebook page, website and include a flyer in the September utility billing to promote these items.  After discussion, a motion was made by C Rose to implement the on-line store with Edge Graphics in September and promote the items as discussed, 2nd J White, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
Ordinance Updates – T Weisman reported that ordinance updates will be worked on when opportunity arises.
Elm Lane – J Kniseley reported that he received a call from our realtor, Dale Ann Bohac, indicating that we have received on-line hits and one interested party in purchasing 2 lots with one residential dwelling.  J Kniseley asked that a proposal be drafted that could be submitted to the board, however nothing has been received as of today.
Corrective Measures on Vandalism at the Park Update – J Kniseley reported that Deputy Eversum asked how the board had determined the amount of $500 for restitution, which I explained primarily was to cover our costs for time & research and felt it would be more reasonable than to replace the entire table at $1,500. J White shared that it will probably take several months to completely settle this. J Kniseley indicated that the sheriff’s department has it covered, so going forward we will report on this topic as information is received.
New Business:
Operator’s License Application – Eddie Buhler – An Operator’s application was submitted by Eddie Buhler for the P-Nut Gallery.  A background check was performed and no issues and/or concerns.  S Narva made a motion to approve Operator’s License Application for Eddie Buhler, 2nd J Beaman, 6 yes votes, motion carried.
P-Nut Gallery/Backwoods Parking Delineation – J Knisely reported that our ordinance indicates that the Village can designate an additional handicapped parking space with time limits on public streets, however the Village cannot limit it to P-Nut/Backwoods parking. Only private parking lots/spaces can be designated by the business owner. C Rose thanked the board for checking.
Podium Speaker Update – J Knisely reported that currently the podium that is utilized for events contains a speaker system, however it is of fair quality.  We will research the cost of speaker/sound systems and if reasonable include in the 2026 Budget.
Taylor Museum of History Inc – T Weisman reported that Nancy Waller has confirmed that they have received their 501c3 status. They have named a 3-member board of directors to satisfy the requirements for the 501c3 application, however, hope to expand that number at some point. They have registered with the State of WI as their own business entity.  They are still working with their attorney to determine how to handle the reporting and finance requirements of a 501c3 entity.  For example, the village owns the building and pays for insurance, electricity, gas, water, etc. The items included in the museum are currently not insured, so do they need personal property insurance? Do they need their own checking account?  N Waller will keep the village informed as these requirements are finalized.
