August 11, 2025
President Kniseley called the meeting to order at 5:00pm.
Pledge of Allegiance
Present: Joe Kniseley, Bob Hulett, Sheryl Narva, Cathy Rose, Steve Roseth, Shane Rose, Adam Bush and Tammy Weisman.
Absent: Justin Beaman & Julie White
Visitors: Daryl Boe – Taylor Lutheran Church

Minutes: C Rose made a motion to approve all minutes as received; 2nd S Roseth; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
Attorney Radcliffe: None
Visitor Business: Daryl Boe President of the Taylor Lutheran Church indicated that the Taylor Lutheran Church Parsonage located at 451 2nd Street is currently for sale as a single-family residence.  Mr. Boe presented a Petition for Rezoning of the Taylor Lutheran Church Parsonage parcel #186-0057.0000 from B1 General Commercial to R1 Single Family Residential.  T Weisman indicated that once property is sold, our Assessor will be notified to remove the tax-exempt status from this property.  The current fee for a petition to rezone is $300.00. Mr. Boe inquired if the village board would be willing to waive this fee for the church.  After discussion, a motion was made by S Narva to accept the request to waive the $300 for the petition to rezone for the Taylor Lutheran Church, 2nd B Hulett; 4 yes votes; motion carried. 
Officers Report – July patrol log was provided for review. No questions or concerns were requested to be sent to Sgt Bartlett.  
[bookmark: _Hlk166758785]Karen Kling-Library Director: T Weisman, on behalf of K Kling, shared the following:
· Last month we had a total of 147 visits to the library.  We also added 2 new patrons at the library.
· On July 21st, the library hosted a talk by Lori Johnson and Brenda Hesse and their spouses.  They presented a slide show and talked about their trip to Norway in detail.  They also shared Norwegian baking. Twenty (20) adults attended.
· The library received a nice donation of 30 close to new hardcover books this month that I think many of our readers will like.
· Eight (8) patrons have completed our Book Bingo Challenge this summer, which includes adults and youth.  As they read books, they get bingo and return to the library to check out more books and get prizes.
· Thank you for your continued support of the Taylor Memorial Library.
Maintenance Report: Adam Bush reported the following:
· [bookmark: _Hlk184805332]Wastewater Treatment Facility WPDES Permit Application – We are waiting for internal resources to become available at the WI DNR to draft our next permit and complete the IPV permit application review.
· Non-Compliant Safety Items at Lift Station – We received an email from the WI DNR on June 4th indicating that they acknowledge receipt of the submittal of the plans and specifications from SEH and they will be reviewed for conformance with NR 110, WI Adm Code.  No notifications received as of today.
· SEH Sewer Project – J Kniseley indicated that we met with SEH on August 4th for an update and the plan is still on track to go out for bid the Spring of 2026 with construction beginning the Summer of 2026.  SEH will be requesting financial information from T Weisman as we work through our available funding sources.
· Brian Pietz from the WI DNR conducted a sanitary survey of Taylor Waterworks on July 22nd.  Mr. Pietz worked with S Rose and A Bush. Overall, everything looked pretty good, however there are a couple of items that need to be addressed. 
· Water Tower Inspection has been completed.  The final report will be received when reviewed by WI DNR.
· Mowing of Sewer Ponds Update – Bush Brothers Farms and Greenleaf will complete the mowing of the sewer ponds.
· Spraying of Sewer Ponds – Chemicals were purchased from Allied and have been delivered.  As indicated, Tyler Wathen will spray the sewer ponds for the Village; he should be completed with the spraying of his fields/crops soon.
· Trimming of Overhang on Streets – T Halvorson & A Bush started on Friday August 8th.  We will be getting the manlift from Greenleaf and A Austad indicated that he will be able to help when needed.
· Landscaping at Post Office & Municipal Building – J Kniseley indicated that we need to add rock or bark/mulch to dress these buildings up.  T Weisman will see what budgeted dollars are available.  J Kniseley also indicated that we should consider expanding on our beautification projects for 2026 and see if there are others within the community willing to volunteer their time to help with these projects. T Weisman indicated that we could include something in our Fall/Winter Newsletter and include an insert with an upcoming utility billing mailing.
· Fall Clean-Up Days will be held September 29th – October 4th.
· Quotes for Pump Pulling at Well #2 – A Bush shared the two (2) quotes/bids that we received for the pulling of the pump at Well #2; one from CTW and one from Municipal, Well & Pump.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by B Hulett to accept the quote/bid from CTW for the pulling of the pump at Well#2; 2nd S Narva; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
Committees:
Park & Rec: T Weisman reported that the invoice from Greenleaf has been received and will be forwarded to BTYSA.  One roll of astro turf is here, so next step is to put it in place.
J Kniseley reported that the additional signs are up, however there is a need for one additional sign. A Bush will order the additional sign and once put up we should be able to post on our website and Facebook page.
Personnel – None
Finance – T Weisman reported that the Doc Hulett certificate of deposit (CD) being held at Waumandee State Bank matured on August 6th.  We renewed this CD at Waumandee with a 6-Month term at 4.45% APY.
T Weisman indicated that 2026 Budget will be started in October, so if there were any projects that you would like to see included in this budget, please let me know by the September board meeting.  This will give us time to research costs to see if it is feasible to include in the 2026 budget. 
For example, when we reached out for ideas to work with the UW Extension program last year one suggestion was a Community Garden.  T Weisman indicated that this was a project that should be relatively inexpensive to implement, and we seem to have space available right here on the Municipal Building parcel. T Weisman suggested that we survey our residents to see if there would be any interest in a Community Garden before spending time and money.  We could use the Fall/Winter Newsletter and include a flyer with our monthly water/sewer billing.  After discussion, this will be a project that we will research for the 2026 Budget.
Zoning Committee – As indicated above the Petition for Rezoning was submitted by Taylor Lutheran Church to rezone the Church Parsonage from B-1 Commercial to R-1 Single-Family Residential.  All neighboring properties within 100 ft must be notified and a Public Hearing needs to be held.  T Weisman shared the list of properties within 100 ft and inquired if any additional properties needed to be added. After review, two (2) additional property owners will be added to the list. The mailing will go out next week and the Public Hearing will be scheduled, and the notice must be posted for two (2) consecutive weeks in the Banner Journal.
Ordinance Committee – T Weisman reported that the second notification and new letters will be mailed tomorrow August 12th with a 14-day deadline or August 26th.  S Rose asked for clarification on some of the follow-up notices that were made. 
Public Services – None
Utility Committee – None
Clerk’s Report: T Weisman & S Rose reported the following:
· gWorks/UBHub Software Update – T Weisman reported we still have not had a successful migration of a water/sewer billing, and it has been very frustrating at times.  
· Vacation Update – T Weisman reported that her husband has had some recent medical issues and unfortunately, they need to cancel their vacation.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was provided to the board. S Narva made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented; 2nd B Hulett; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
Approval to Pay Bills: General Fund $28,429.50 and Water $2,529.26 and Sewer $6,671.27.  C Rose made a motion to approve all unpaid bills, and all other bills received with a due date before the next scheduled board meeting; 2nd S Roseth; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
Unfinished Business:
On-Line Store Edge Graphics – T Weisman shared pictures of the promotional items with logo.  We need to confirm the positioning of the logo on the stainless-steel insulated mugs and colors for the yard signs. We should be all set to have our on-line store available September 22nd – October 20th.
Ordinance Updates – T Weisman reported that ordinance updates will be worked on when opportunity arises.
Elm Lane – J Kniseley reported there have been no offers to purchase presented.
New Podium Speakers – J Kniseley indicated that we researched a couple of options, and to update these speakers may not cost as much as we thought, however we do need to find a somebody who can technically be helpful to ensure that we are looking at the right item.  S Narva suggested that we check with J Beaman to see if he has any input.
New Business:
Provisional/Operator’s License Application – Katie Wier – A Provisional/Operator’s application was submitted by Katie Wier for the Squirrelz Nest.  A background check was performed and there were no issues and/or concerns.  C Rose made a motion to approve Provisional/Operator’s License Application for Katie Wier; 2nd S Narva; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
Taylor Fire & EMS District New Medical Director – J Knisely indicated included in your board packet is a letter that the village received from Alexis Rose, Service Director for Taylor Fire & EMS District regarding the need for a new Medical Director.  A Medical Director oversees the First Responder side of the Fire Department. The current Medical Director out of Black River Falls is looking to step down from this position, so they are looking at contracting with Dr Eberlein through Gunderson/Emplify.  Dr. Eberlein is very in tune with current EMS service requirements. There is no cost to the Taylor Fire & EMS District, so there will be no cost transferred to the Village.  J Kniseley indicated that he believes this contract would be between the Taylor Fire & EMS District and Gunderson/Emplify and at this time they are only reaching out for our support of this decision. After discussion, the Village of Taylor board of trustees supports Taylor Fire & EMS District decision.
Collin Hurd/Volleyball Group – T Weisman reported that Mr. Hurd contacted the village office inquiring about his volleyball group using the 420 2nd Street gym for his volleyball group.  They currently play in Whitehall, but all members are from the Blair and Taylor area.  I explained to Mr. Hurd that we already had a pickleball group that plays on Monday & Tuesday evenings and that we do not have a volleyball net for this gym.  Mr. Hurd indicated that he believes that members of the group would be willing to contribute towards the purchase of a net. The fee would be that all members of the group would be required to obtain a Facilities Use Membership.
Adjourn – C Rose made a motion to adjourn at 5:55pm; 2nd S Roseth; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
