Zoning Committee – J Kniseley indicated that the Petition for Rezoning will be addressed at this time.  J Kniseley inquired if anybody had any questions or concerns regarding the rezoning of the Church Parsonage located at 451 2nd Street from B1 – General Commercial to R1 – Single Family Residence.  Hearing none, B Hulett made a motion to accept the Petition for Rezoning of the Church Parsonage located at 451 2nd Street from B1 – General Commercial to R1 – Single Family Residential; 2nd S Roseth; Roll call vote: J Beaman-yes; B Hulett-yes, S-Roseth-yes, R Joten-yes and J-Knisely-yes; 5 yes votes motion carried.

R Joten exit the meeting at this time.

Minutes: B Hulett made a motion to approve all minutes as received; 2nd S Roseth; 4 yes votes; motion carried.

Visitor Business: None 
Officers Report – August patrol log was not provided by Sgt. Bartlett.  August & September patrol logs will be included in the October 13, 2025, board meeting.  
[bookmark: _Hlk166758785]Karen Kling-Library Director: Karen Kling, shared the following:
· Since the last board meeting, we had a total of 88 visits to the library.  We also added 4 new patrons.
· Nancy Waller and I are planning our Halloween event.  We will be hosting trick or treaters with snacks, treats, and a photo booth for taking pictures.
· I’ve also contacted Isaiah the Magician to get on his calendar for a Christmas Magic show again in December. The magician has been very well attended in the past & was highly recommended by Barb Breuggen.  Hopefully, Santa will be able to make an appearance.
· I’ve been working on weeding out DVDs and books that haven’t been checked out in over five (5) years.
· The outdoor lockers are here and will be installed outside shortly.  Patrons can check out books and have them left in the locker to be picked up after hours.  Labels have been ordered.
· I’m beginning to work on the 2026 Budget.  My main concern is that the County shared library revenue is approximately $8,000 less than last year. Our circulation numbers are primarily the same as prior years, so I have been in contact with the Winding Rivers Library System (WRLS) director to help me understand.   The dollar amount distributed is calculated by using the numbers reported on the WRLS Annual Report and the 2024 annual report showed that we reported a surplus which affects the funds disbursed to us.  The budget for 2026 will be tight and I am working with T Weisman to ensure that the 2025 annual report is reflected appropriately.
· On a side note, the Jackson County 4-H is going to have their county awards program at the Community Center, so it’s exciting to have that here in Taylor.
Maintenance Report: Adam Bush reported the following:
· [bookmark: _Hlk184805332]Wastewater Treatment Facility WPDES Permit Application – We are waiting for internal resources to become available at the WI DNR to draft our next permit and complete the IPV permit application review.
· Non-Compliant Safety Items at Lift Station – We received an email from the WI DNR on June 4th indicating that they acknowledge receipt of the submittal of the plans and specifications from SEH and they will be reviewed for conformance with NR 110, WI Adm Code.  No notifications received as of today.
· Water Tower Inspection has been completed. The report was received today 9/8/25.
· Landfill was mowed on 9/6/25 by Greenleaf.
· Spraying of Sewer Ponds – Tyler Wathen will be spraying the sewer ponds this week.
· Trimming of Overhang on Streets – T Halvorson, Al Austad & I worked on Pine Avenue & 3rd Street.  When Al is available, we will work on some more.
· Continue to work on cross-connection inspection & replace meters if necessary.  We currently have 16 meters left in our inventory.  More meters will need to be included in the 2026 Water & Sewer Budgets.
· A new meter was installed at 310 1st Street, and we are having issues getting it to radio read.  Core & Main was contacted, and we have tried various things, so they are going to have somebody stop in when in the area. 
· Dean from CTW stopped and will schedule the pulling of the pump at Wellhouse #2.
· Northside gate at the sewer ponds needs to be updated. Right now, it is a 20-foot gate, and I would like to install 2 12-foot gates to make it easier to access for mowing & spraying of sewer ponds. Will include in the 2026 Sewer Budget.  
Committees:
Park & Rec: J Beaman reported that installing the astro turf is quite a project and will be reaching out for volunteers to help.  J Kniseley told J Beaman to reach out if needed.  J Beaman indicated that the other roll of astro turf needs to be picked up and inquired if he would be able to use the Village truck again.  J Kniseley indicated to reach out to him or A Bush when you need it.
A Bush reported that the additional sign has been ordered, and he will follow up on the delivery status.
Personnel – None
Finance – T Weisman reported that, if possible, the following items will be worked into the 2026 Budget: 1-Landscaping/Groundwork Post Office & Municipal Building, 2-New 72” deck lawn mower; 3-New/Used Paint Sprayer, 4 – New Popcorn Machine for park concessions. T Weisman also reported that she has recently learned that there are new ADA requirements for state and local government websites, so I have reached out to iDevStuff for a website refresh that would include the new ADA requirements.  The new requirements must be implemented by April 2027.  T Weisman inquired if any members of the board had thought of any other projects that they would like to be researched to include in the 2026 Budget if feasible.  No additional projects were presented for research.
Capital Improvement Plan was provided in the board packet for reference as 2026 Budget is worked on.
Zoning Committee – See above.
Ordinance Committee – T Weisman indicted that second notices deadlines have passed, and inspections were completed.  There are still a few that are not in compliance and Deputy Eversum has been sent a copy of these letters.  T Weisman indicated that we have a couple of dilapidated sheds/garages where no improvements have been made. T Weisman indicated that we would need to have our Building Inspector, General Engineering, determine that the sheds/garages are unsafe and the appropriate steps listed within our ordinance would need to be followed.  T Weisman indicated that it is in our best interest to reach out to Attorney Radcliffe to ensure that all steps are adequately handled, so at this time do we move forward with the abatement process.  J Kniseley indicated that we have other residents that have complied with dilapidated sheds/garages and in all fairness, we should follow through.  J Beaman concurred that this is something that should be done. T Weisman will reach out to Attorney Radcliffe later this week.
Public Services – None
Utility Committee – None
Clerk’s Report: T Weisman & S Rose reported the following:
· gWorks/UBHub Software Update – T Weisman reported we still have not had a successful migration of a water/sewer billing, and it continues to be very frustrating at times.
· CDBG Deferred Loan Program – T Weisman reported that this loan program is being discontinued due to the 2025 – 2029 Consolidation Plan.  These funds will be redirected to a new statewide affordable housing initiative focused on converting underutilized or vacant buildings into affordable housing units. Cedar Corporation will continue to administer this program for the village.  Funds to be returned to DEHCR by 4/15/26

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was provided to the board. J Beaman made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented; 2nd J White; 5 yes votes; motion carried.
Approval to Pay Bills: General Fund $17,502.68 and Water $6,074.84 and Sewer $15,389.80.  J White made a motion to approve all unpaid bills, and all other bills received with a due date before the next scheduled board meeting; 2nd S Roseth; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
Unfinished Business:
On-Line Store Edge Graphics – T Weisman indicated that included in your board packets was a flyer showing items that will be available on the Village of Taylor online September 22nd – October 20th.  Our logo is available in 2 different formats & the number of colors available for each item are listed on the flyer. We will pick up all items ordered & distribute them from the Village office, so no shipping costs will be added to the orders. Board members were encouraged to visit the Village of Taylor on-line store.
Ordinance Updates – T Weisman reported that ordinance updates will be worked on when opportunity arises.
Elm Lane – J Kniseley reported there have been no offers to purchase presented.
New Podium Speakers – T Weisman indicated that at the last meeting S Narva suggested that we get J Beaman’s input on what our best option would be.  J Kniseley indicated that the FFA Alumni has indicated that since we store their audio equipment, we can use their equipment whenever necessary.
Jackson County Economic Development Committee Update – J Kniseley indicated that he has been attending the meetings being held the 3rd Wednesday of each month.  They have identified issues such as education, health care, housing and tourism as key economic factors within Jackson County.  Chippewa Valley Technical College indicated that they have education opportunities for adults and high school students that are designed for employment with local health care facilities. Representatives from Emplify & Black River Health indicated that they both focus on trainability and retainability.  Mississippi River Regional Planning Commission was present and indicated that housing and tourism is key to retaining employees.
New Business:
Temporary (Picnic) Alcohol Beverage License Application – Taylor Fire & EMS – A Temporary Alcohol Beverage License application was submitted by the Taylor Fire & EMS for the Annual Firemen’s’ Dance being held on Saturday October 4, 2025. Background checks were performed and there were no issues and/or concerns.  J Beaman made a motion to approve the Temporary Alcohol Beverage License Application for Taylor Fire & EMS; 2nd B Hulett; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
Building Permit Application Ben Boe/Ian Likwarz – A Building Permit Application has been submitted by Ben Boe and Ian Likwarz for 128 2nd Street for updates and/or installation of electrical, plumbing and HVAC. Previously we had given permission for them to seek an easement with the Village of Taylor to use the alley for installation of electrical lines, however the easement company did not believe that would be the best option.  J Beaman inquired if we knew what they were planning to do with the building when remodeling was finished and as of today, we have not heard anything specific. J Beaman made a motion to approve Building Permit submitted by Ben Boe & Ian Likwarz for updates or installation of electrical, plumbing and HVAC at 128 2nd Street; 2nd B Hulett; 4 yes votes; motion carried. 
Agenda Availability to the Public – J Kniseley indicated that we recently had a business owner request to have the agenda sent directly to them each month. We currently publish the board meeting Agenda at the Municipal Building, Post Office, General Store and on our website the Friday before each board meeting. As noted on our Agenda, “visitors may not speak to any subject during regular meeting unless the board members permit discussion.”  We do not include an agenda item for “public comments.” T Weisman indicated that quick research on Google indicates that “the law specifically mandates providing notice to news media who’ve filed written requests, it doesn’t require sending individual notices to citizens or organizations who request them. However, a municipality can choose to do so.”  However, additional research should be completed to confirm these findings.  After discussion, it was determined if the additional research did not have different results that providing the agenda on our website is a sufficient resource for them to obtain a copy of our agenda.
Letter from the Village of Merrillan – J indicated that included in your board packet is a letter received from the Village of Merrillan inviting the designated top administrative official and clerk to a meeting scheduled Wednesday September 10th at 6:00pm to discuss how we can collaboratively re-establish a local police presence.  T Weisman and I have prior commitments, so we are unable to attend.  After discussion, we are satisfied with the arrangement that we currently have with the Jackson County Sheriff’s Dept however, we will reach out to the Village of Merrillan to see if we can receive a copy of the meeting minutes.
Community Center & Enclosed Park Shelter Rental Fee – J Kniseley indicated that we currently charge is $100 with a $25 deposit.  The deposit is returned when the key is returned to the office and if everything is left in good repair.  After discussion, a motion was made by J Beaman that the new rates for 2026 will be $200 with a $50 deposit for the Community Center and $150 with a $50 deposit for the enclosed park shelter.  Deposits will be returned when the key is returned to the office and if everything is left in good repair; 2nd J White; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
Adjourn – S Roseth made a motion to adjourn at 6:22pm; 2nd S B Hulett; 4 yes votes; motion carried.
