March 9, 2026
President Kniseley called the meeting to order at 5:00pm.
Pledge of Allegiance
Present: Joe Kniseley, Sheryl Narva, Justin Beaman, Bob Hulett, Steve Roseth, Cierra Rose, Adam Bush and Tammy Weisman.  Julie White arrived at 5:15pm

Visitors: None
Minutes: S Narva made a motion to approve all minutes as received; 2nd B Hulett; 5 yes votes; motion carried.
Attorney Radcliffe: None
Visitor Business: Angel Beaman, owner P-Nut/Backroads, inquired if it would be possible to add two (2) handicapped lots in front of the Backroads door/entrance. J Kniseley shared our current ordinance Title 10 Motor Vehicles & Traffic, Article C Parking Regulations, Section 10-1-20 (c) Posted Limitations.  C Rose indicated that this is a very reasonable & sensible request.  J Beaman inquired if changes to spacing would be required.  After further discussion, J Kniseley indicated additional research will be needed to make sure that we conform to any State or ADA requirements.

Shane Rose-Library Director: S Rose reported the following:
· 71 Adults & 6 Children have visited the library from February 2nd to March 2nd.
· I have begun orientation with Winding Rivers.  Thus far, Kristen Anderson, David Kranz, and Jessica Schoonover have been her to offer training and education.
· Karen Kling has continued to offer training and advice.  Barb is regularly working in the library every Friday.
· The county reimbursement checks due to us have all arrived and have been sent to the Clerk’s office.
· Donna Linberg & I received a donation from The Taylor Nest for the library on February 5th.
· Annual Report for WI Dept of Public Information has been completed, signed and submitted.
· I feel as though I am settling in at the library and getting more proficient in my job duties, though I also feel there is a great deal yet to learn.  Winding Rivers and the library employees are both wonderful resources to me.
[bookmark: _Hlk184805332]Maintenance Report: J Kniseley shared the following:
· Wastewater Treatment Facility WPDES Permit Application – No changes to report. Jenna Monahan at WI DNR confirmed that our five (5) year phosphorus mitigation plan (PMP) would begin when it is included in our permit, which is projected to be approved in July 2027.  She recommends that we at least try to save some money to put towards phosphorus compliance in the future.
· Non-Compliant Safety Items at Lift Station – We will be meeting Friday, March 13th at 9:00am with SEH and WI DNR to discuss the review comments for the Main Street Lift Station chemical feed system plans/specs and a proposed timeline for getting them addressed and the construction work completed to convert the temporary chemical feed system converted to a permanent system that meets code requirements.
· J Kniseley shared that SEH was here for a site visit.  They took pictures of items that needed to be addressed at the lift station and lagoons. This site visit is in conjunction with the team that is working on our Facility Plan through the RealWater TA program. Our options are updating current facility, mechanical upgrade, regionalization, lagoon clean out or water trading. J Beaman inquired why phosphorus treatment is an issue.  J Kniseley indicated that phosphorus treatment was only a temporary solution and not a long-term option. J Kniseley indicated that himself and A Bush are participating in monthly meetings with the EPA/RealWater TA program, SEH and DNR.
· Sale of the 1999 John Deere Lawn Mower – J Kniseley indicated that the FFA Alumni has offered to purchase the lawn mower for $2,500. B Hulett indicated that $2,500 was our minimum bid required and the amount included in our 2026 budget.  After discussion, motion was made by C Rose to accept the offer to purchase the 1999 John Deere Lawn Mower of $2,500 from the FFA Alumni, 2nd S Narva, 5 yes votes, motion carried.
· A Bush reported that the new lawn mower is ready for delivery.  Tractor Central removed the deck allowing Universal Trucking to undercoat the new lawn mower deck and then Tractor Central reinstalled the deck.  Total cost was $331.00.
· R&R Waste is currently televising, cleaning sewer lines and will pump out Lift Station and the manhole at the shop. B Hulett indicated that he had dirty water and inquired if R&R had to fill their truck.  A Bush indicated that they filled their truck twice.
· A Bush reported that we will be scheduling hydrant flushing during the first two weeks of April and we will be setting the dates for Community Clean-Up.
· J Beaman indicated that he noticed that there is gravel exposed by the large catch basin on Highland Avenue. A Bush indicated that he would check it out.
· C Rose inquired how often Riverside Park was checked on, recently my daughter and I were walking in the park and beer cans and Narcan containers were found.  J Kniseley indicated that we would add checking Riverside Park more frequently by adding it to our regular rounds.
Committees:
Finance – None
Personnel – None
Park & Rec: J Beaman reported that there are approximately 160 kids signed up for the summer ball program, so it should be a good season.  S Roseth indicated he is aware of a new family moving to Taylor and inquired on how long does sign-up last.  J Beaman indicated he was unsure and they should reach out to BTYSA.  C Rose inquired about when & how long practices will be.  J Beaman indicated that practice times and dates will be finalized after logistics with the coaches are finalized and she should check the BTYSA website for updates.  J Beaman indicated that the batting cages need to be put up.  A Bush indicated that we would need to see when we can use Greenleaf’s manlift.  J Beaman inquired if assistance would be needed to put the batting cages up and A Bush indicated that assistance would be needed.
Ordinance Committee – T Weisman reported that the items regarding the razing of dilapidated accessory structures requested from General Engineering Corp (GEC) were submitted via email today.  T Weisman indicated that follow-up letters will be sent to the residents regarding our next course of action.

Clerk’s Report: T Weisman reported the following:
· gWorks/UBHub Software Update – T Weisman reported that included in your board packet was the latest correspondence received from gWorks indicating that we utilize subtract or add meters that they were unaware of and that this specific functionality is on our product road map for 2026. J Beaman inquired if this triggered an additional service credit.  T Weisman indicated that she has yet to reply to this email, however a credit request is probably warranted. 
· Public Service Commission Rate Increase Factor Set – T Weisman reported that the Public Service Commission (PSC) has set the rate increase factor at 3% for simplified rate cases filed March 1, 2026 through February 28, 2027. T Weisman indicated that simplified rate cases can be submitted annually and are in place to keep rates in line with inflation. PSC regulates water utility rates; however sewer utility rates are self-regulated.

· Municipal Office Closures – T Weisman reported that she has been out of the office during the week for family reasons and the office has had to close, so S Rose could attend wastewater certification training and if it would fall when he is not scheduled to work. I’m hoping that soon I will be back to being in the office on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday & Fridays, so the office will be able to maintain the current posted hours.
Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was provided to the board. Motion was made by B Hulett to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented; 2nd S Roseth; 6 yes votes; motion carried.
Approval to Pay Bills: General Fund $13,403.32 and Water $3,935.41 and Sewer $2,275.86.  Motion was made by S Narva to approve all unpaid bills, and all other bills received with a due date before the next scheduled board meeting; 2nd J Beaman; 6 yes votes; motion carried.
Unfinished Business:
Ordinance Updates – T Weisman reported that ordinance updates will be worked on when opportunity arises.
Caldwell Banker/Elm Lane – J Kniseley reported that no offers to purchase have been received, however there has been an inquiry from a couple currently living in Montana that are looking to move back to area.  They may be interested in two (2) lots, with one being used for a shed.  T Weisman reported that we also received an additional inquiry today from a current residence looking to downsize.
Elm Lane Parcel Covenants Review – J Kniseley indicated that in your board packet is a “marked up” version of the covenants based on recommendations from the Planning & Housing Commission and comments received at the February board meeting. T Weisman inquired if we should add something regarding current ordinances on zoning & building code. After further discussion, a motion was made by S Narva to accept the changes to the covenants as discussed & be presented to existing residents in the Northwoods addition; 2nd B Hulett; 6 yes votes; motion carried.  T Weisman indicated that she will forward to Attorney Radcliffe for final review and letters will be drafted and a Public Hearing date will be set.
Citizen of the Year Award – J Kniseley indicated as discussed at the last meeting I had asked the board members to bring their recommendations to tonight’s meeting. Please send your recommendations to me via email or text or send them to the Village office, so the recipient is kept confidential until presentation of the plaque.  Please share your reasoning behind your recommendations. J White inquired about the criteria that we should use to select this individual.  After discussion, it was determined that the main criterion is that they are residents of the Village of Taylor and have contributed to making the Village of Taylor a better community. J Kniseley indicated that to ensure timely notification to the FFA Alumni please send your recommendations by the next board meeting. 
New Business:
Jackson County Fair Sponsorship – J Kniseley indicated that included in your packet is a sponsorship request from the Jackson County Fair & a listing of the 2025 Sponsors. Please note that there are only two (2) townships listed as 2025 sponsors. J White inquired as to why we would not want to sponsor the Jackson County Fair. J Kniseley indicated that there are more viable options to use tax payor funds on.
Ken Pearson – Jackson County Economic Development & Tourism Director – J Kniseley shared that on March 17th he met with Ken Pearson who was recently hired by the county to lead this newly developed program. Mr Pearson was extremely interested in seeing our Industrial park and sand mines in the area. He indicated that Taylor is situated near a state highway, a rail system and there is a reliable source of ground water, making Taylor a good area for economic growth. Mr Pearson has asked to be on the agenda at next month’s meeting to meet the board members and share how economic development can help Jackson County communities.
